Orphanhood —is a social phenomenon, and orphans are children, who
are left without parents. With the current mortality rate every fifth child
becomes an orphan until he comes of age. Most of them are social orphans
that are orphans that have living parents.

Unfortunately since 2014 there has been a new category of children
who were affected as a result of the armed conflict in Ukraine. These
children are internally displaced persons, who were or are in the armed
conflict zone. Their parents died or were wounded during Maydan events or
in ATO zone etc. During the year most of the civil society's effort and
assistance were aimed to help the children.

In 2014 all researches note increase of charitable organizations and
their members. Event of 2014 influenced everyone and no one remained
indifferent. Initiative went to public organizations. Citizen participation
level, their desire to be personally involved in public events gave us an
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opportunity to talk about national awakening. People of all ages, professions,
social and professional status are involved into civil movement. It is a vital
necessity for a great deal of people because it provided for personal active
engagement on this important issue, gave an opportunity to make a personal
contribution solving the most difficult problems in modern Ukraine. Thus,
mostly everywhere in eastern Ukraine where Ukrainian governmental
authority was returned public organizations replaced even State structures,
arranged self-defense, liaised with Ukrainian Army and provided assistance
to residents of the occupied territories.

Intelligence of MON indicates that 170 orphans deprived of parental
care are educated in Donetsk region within and outside ATO zone but in
direct proximity to it. 179 orphans are also educated out of range. In
Lugansk region and outside ATO zone 79 orphans and children deprived of
parental care are educated. There are only 23 facilities. 393 children from 14
facilities were evacuated.

There are following problems regarding orphans from ATO zone:

- Ukrainian legislation concerning children was written for peace
time: in combat situations and absents of government bodies of Ukraine on
the occupied territories it is very important to understand decision-making
logic of the State in relations to the matters and also correspondence of the
decisions to people’s demands.

- The situation with children’s rights protection greatly deteriorated
on the territories controlled by the government that within ATO zone: there
are no government bodies of Ukraine on the occupied territories. But
children are left there and as citizens of Ukraine they have the right of
protection and safeguarding of their rights.

- The adoption procedure remains unchanged but mechanisms
applicable in peacetime stopped in wartime. That is why there are a lot of
questions and problems concerning adoption which are difficult to solve:

- A lot of evacuated orphans don’t have documents, because staff
workers couldn’t care less about documents during evacuation, hoping to
come back soon;

- Foreigners (including Russian Federation citizens) as earlier can
adopt a child in Ukraine only addressing to the Ministry of social politics
and only at the end of 1 year and 2 months term after a fact of a child’s
parent loss was documented (in other words date of death of the other
parent).

In connection with the armed conflict in the east of Ukraine social
children’s protection problems solving became complicated particularly
orphans- children and children deprived of parental care. It requires
significant improvement of a number of regulations and laws, namely:

- To establish a government-wide housing programme for orphans
and children deprived of parental care belonging to internally displaced
persons, foster families and children’s homes that were created on
uncontrolled territory before the armed conflict in Ukraine.
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— Adaptation of legislation concerning orphans and children deprived
of parental care right protection before temporary occupation of the
Autonomous Republic of Crimea and Sevastopol city including districts
where anti-terrorist operation takes place (concerning children whose parents
are in the temporary occupied territories to have their orphans status
determined or children deprived of parental care status; mechanism of
documents update for orphans and children deprived of parental care who
moved out of ungoverned areas for arrangement of forms of family-based
care; mechanism of determination orphan status for children whose parents
died in the temporarily occupied territories etc.);

- To develop a mechanism of returning orphans and children
deprived of parental care including children who were adopted against
national legislation in the temporarily occupied territories of Crimea and RF;

It would be useful to include events aimed at children's rights
protection under conditions of emergency in particular military conflict as
implementation of national program “The national action plan for
implementation of the UNO Convention on the Rights of the Child” for the
period until 2017.
