Abstract

The modern National Innovation System (NIS) is shaped by a variety of national and global factors.
However, despite the use of evolutionary methodology to describe the patterns of NIS formation and
development, as well as understanding the co-evolutionary nature of the interaction of its components, such an
important factor as environmental is usually overlooked. The main manifestations of the world economy
ecologization, as an important determinant of the national innovation systems development are described. A
clear correlation between the levels of innovation activity and the global competitiveness of national economies
is revealed, and less obvious correlation between the level of competitiveness and the magnitude of the
environmental footprint is shown. That is, the high innovativeness of highly competitive economies is not
guarantee of their environmental cleanliness. The study noted that in the context of the ecologization impact on
NIS, the "polluter pays principle" has acquired the main importance. This principle has become the main
guideline for reforming environmental management systems in world's economically developed countries
towards ecologization economic relations based on environmental innovations. However, in developing
countries where the strategy of copying or "borrowing" innovations of economically developed countries
prevails, the situation is different. On the one hand, environmental innovations are becoming critical for
maintaining competitiveness and ensuring an acceptable standard of living in the long term, on the other hand,
limited resources, an investment-poor climate and more loyal environmental laws contribute to the preservation
of traditional "environmentally dirty" institutional rules and production practices. Thus, the economic agents of
these countries are weakly motivated to invest in long-term environmental projects; policymakers are limited to
declarative speculation regarding an innovative and sustainable development path. That is, the innovation
systems of developing countries are in an amorphous state, while environmental advantages and innovative
prospects are always in a lower priority than short-term economic and social benefits. Depending on the
hierarchical subordination of the innovation support processes of economic growth and economy ecologization —
the priority of one of them or their equivalence — the following possible strategies can be distinguished: (a)
innovative economic growth with environmental orientation — involves a targeted increase in the knowledge-
intensiveness of existing and creation of new high-tech economy sectors based on the "best technology";
(b) ecologization the economy based on technical and technological innovations — embodies the principle:
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"maximizing the ecological effect while maximizing economic benefits"; ¢) environmentally-friendly innovative
economic growth — involves the organization of material production based on closed cycles in the manner of
natural ecosystems functioning. In practice, various approaches can be combined, and it is precisely the political
choice of priority — innovative support for economic growth and/or economy ecologization — that will determine
the range of possible solutions in terms of strategic direction for the further development of the country’s NIS.
The positive potential of the proposals is due to the possibility of conducting variable analytical and predictive
studies of various vectors of the NIS’s development in the context of global trends (including ecologization) to
increase the degree of scientific validity of targets for national governments.
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
