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External rapidly increased last year macroeconomic instability raised the
volatility of national economies, impaired economic, social and ecological standards,
heightened the transaction costs during outer and inner world human being
cooperation. In conditions of COVID-19 pandemic crisis international expansion the
analytical estimation of such important economy’s development features as
perceptibility and resistance become highly significant for governments. The necessity
of solid assessment methods is actualized because of modern complicated situation for
reliable prognostication of national economy’s future development trajectories. It’s
highly important for contemporary scientists to be able to correctly select economic
and math interdisciplinary instruments, make them relevant to the aim and tasks of
scientific research. According to this, the aim of the work is brought to deepen
theoretic and practice theses of national economies’ behavior evaluation over the
social and economic shocks in the comparative analysis context.

The research methodology includes methods of the dynamic analysis of
complicated open national economic systems, methods of making statistic survey and
forming databank for the next estimations, historical, comparative, matrix, graphic and
analytic instruments of evaluation results interpretation.

The main research’s results and conclusions. The methodical approach to the
analytical evaluation of national economy’s development, based on constructive
compilation of foreign and national experience at the comparative analysis’s sphere is
worked out in this article. The thirty-year statistic survey of domestic economy, being
done in the work, shows its dynamic of Total Value Added of 1991-2021 years.
Historic and economic comparisons between internal or external important events,
level of General Domestic Product and its growth rate, being carried out, give an
opportunity to numerically estimate the shocks impact to the economy development.
Thus, Ukrainian economy has lost near the 50% of its GDP starting from 1991 to
2020th year. The fulfilled comparative analysis of national economy’s performance
before, during and after crisis year, based on special Growth Indicators, has
numerically determined the resistance and sensibility of national economy according
to such parameters as speed and acceleration. The matrix assessment of domestic
economy according to resistance to the global and national shocks of 2009 and 2019
years has revealed the most and the least perceptible economic sectors to such
fluctuations.
